Thank you for the message and information regarding the anti-initiative bills. It appears the SB 5715 is moving forward and my concern is how this may impact the future of much needed changes in the marijuana legislation. I currently have a proposed initiative on this topic and have reached out to a variety of legal counsel for their guidance.

My goal is to prohibit the growing of commercial quantity of marijuana in all residential zoned properties due to the lack in control over power theft. My next door neighbor has made serious threats to me as he has been raided twice since August 2013. The most recent raid was February 17, 2015 and the threats got more severe. I have heard from others that this is increasing in numbers and intensity throughout the state. The fire concerns are great and the quality control is nonexistent.

 Thank you for your e-mail regarding the people’s initiative process.  You will be glad to know that the majority of the anti-initiative bills that were introduced this session failed to advance from their respective committees prior to last week’s policy cutoff, therefore they are ineligible for further consideration this year.
One of the bills, SB 5715, is still alive and has until the end of this week to advance from the Senate Ways & Means committee, so I would encourage you to stay engaged on this issue.

We respectfully request that you sponsor the proposed initiative. In addition, help to preserve the initiative process that allows for healthy competition: 
 
An Act Relating to public heath and safety with marijuana production, processing, and sales in residential zoned neighborhoods; adding a new section to chapter 69.50 RCW; and providing an effective date.
 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:
 
NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.      A new section is added to chapter 69.50 RCW to read as follows:
 
(1)   In order to maintain health and safety and prevent the disruption of vital utility services and the unlawful theft of utilities such as power and water that are essential for marijuana grow operations, the production, processing, and sale of marijuana is not allowed in residential zoned neighborhoods.
 
(2)   The prohibition in subsection  (1) of this section does not apply to products approved by the United States food and drug administration for consumer use.
 New SECTION.  Sec. 2.    This act takes effect January 1, 2016.
