The fact of the matter brings much needed action when something has been discovered to be flawed and harmful to the consumer. The State of Minnesota for example has implemented a prohibition on certain cleaning products containing the ingredient triclosan for hand and body cleansing. There are some toothpaste brands that still contain triclosan.

Michael O., who heads the Center for Infectious Disease Research and Policy at the University of Minnesota stated that Procter and Gamble has begun advertising its Crest toothpaste as being 100% triclosan free. Michael helped Minnesota become the first state to ban most uses of triclosan.
